


 

to make sure that we were indeed working for the people and building the church. As 
he saw us at work he would come and ask what more could he do for us.  

     The jungle being hot and steamy required us to drink lots of water so when the 
foreman offered more help our leader asked if he could supply us with good drinking 
water, which he did. Prior to getting the water, the Indians were taking water out of 
the creek that flowed through the village and boiled the water for us. The creek 
flowed through the jungle and the rotting vegetation on the jungle floor gave the 
water the color of strong tea. It also gave the water an acid taste. The water was 
boiled in an open pot which allowed smoke from the fire to mix with the water to 
add a smoky flavor. After the water had finished boiling it was left to cool. Now, 
there is no refrigeration in the jungle so cooling meant that the water probably never 
dropped below about 110 degrees. So, we were drinking smoke flavored, tea colored, 
110 degree swamp water. The gift of fresh cold water from Douglas was a special 
treat. I honestly believe that this water allowed us to survive the eight days that we 
spent in the village. That took care of our water needs.  

       Now, the food. Wow! If you remember, when we were told that we were going 
to fly down by helicopter that we would have to leave most of our stuff at the 
mission station. This included our food supplies. The Indians became our cooks. 
Guess what. They have a far different idea of culinary delights than do we here in the 
USA. The dining hall consisted of a open shelter with a few boards nailed together 
for a table and a bench or two. The kitchen was a black pot over an open fire at one 
corner of the shelter. The menu was whatever could be trapped, caught, killed or dug 
up and would fit into the pot. This consisted of anything that flies, runs, hops, 
slithers, or swims and is not too fast to be caught. I had no idea that certain things 
could possibly be eaten and stay down. If you want more specifics then talk to me 
personally.  I think about John the Baptist as he ministered. The Bible says that he 
ate locust and wild honey. He depended on God for his sustenance. I think that we 
learned a great deal about that special relationship which comes with

Journey Into Missions 
Total dependence on God 
           Here we were, skimming across the tops of the trees by helicopter. We had 
been told that we were to make the journey to the Indian village of Yanayacu mostly 
by a two day boat ride. This two days became a thirty eight minute trip by air. We  
had no idea of what we would find when we got there or even if we would have a 
place to land. We approached the river town of Satamirisia. As it turns out, a North 
American oil company had set up a base at the edge of town to do exploration in the 
jungle.   The company was drilling at a site deep in the jungle so they had to have 
helicopter support to deliver supplies to the drill site. There was a heliport built in the 
camp for this purpose. This is where our helicopter set down. As we landed we   
began to quickly unload our supplies. Some of the oil workers came running up to 
help. We were hot, muddy and not dressed in the typical military garb that the oil 
workers would have expected. After all, we were exiting a Peruvian army helicopter.       

       After we unloaded everything and moved our supplies away from the helicopter 
so that it could depart, the oil workers began to walk away. One of them stopped and 
gave the appearance of suddenly realizing that we were not Peruvian army but a 
group of North Americans. He came back to us and asked who we were. Our leader  
explained that we were there to build a church for the Indians. This man was one of 
the foremen for the oil company and he seemed amazed that we were willing to   
come to this place and want to work for the people. He introduced himself as  
Douglas and said that he had observed some missionaries downriver from where     
we were and they had disappointed him in that they did not seem to be concerned  
about serving the people. Having been convinced of our sincerity he asked how he 
might help us. We were still about eight miles from the village where we were     
going to build the church so he offered to take us by pickup truck out to the village.   

     Over the next several days we saw Douglas quite a bit. He would check in with us 
to see if there was anything that he could do to help. I suspect that he was checking

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 MEDIA MATTERS by Terry Slusher 

  Have you ever hit "Enter" on the computer keyboard and immediately thought "Oh, NO!"?  That happened  to me last December.  Roland, the manufacturer of our audio control boards, had asked that we copy the 
digital settings on both our audio mixing boards and send those settings to them for a special project that I had asked them to research. The local rep and I met and attached a portable drive to the FOH (Front of House) 
audio board.  On this drive were settings that we had copied from the board when it was initially installed.   We entered the correct settings and had a choice of "Load" or "Save."  The rep thought "I want to load it onto 
the portable drive."  So, he hit "Load."  Big Oops!  What happened was the year old settings were down-loaded onto the audio board, overwriting all the adjustments that we had made over the last year. 

The rep and I then had about 20 hours of work together re-configuring the settings.  Then I had about another 20 hours of further adjustments.  Some things took a while to figure out and could only be discovered when 
the performers were performing.  So we had a few frustrating performances until we got things figured out.  Thanks to the Praise Band and other performers who were understanding during the transition. 

My apologies to the Media Team and the performers who were affected by this error.  It was just a simple human error and actually may have been beneficial in the long run.  By going back over all the settings, some 
improvements were made because I have learned over the last year a lot about the best way to set the board.  Ultimately the blame for this confusion was mine, and I apologize to you all. 

In other news-- Joey A., our Interim Youth Minister,  mentioned to me that the volume from the TV in the Youth's area in the old Fellowship Hall was insufficient when the kids were watching movies or instructional 
DVDs.  I had an old amplifier and set of speakers and got them set up a couple of weeks ago.  It's better, but some day I'd like to replace them with a better system that either is, or simulates,  Surround Sound.  This will 
get the kids  more involved with the movies and games that they play on the system. 

While we're in the Youth program area, I have three other goals for equipment for this department.  (1) A powered sub-woofer for the band's PA system.   A sub-woofer is a special speaker that amplifies only low 
frequencies.  This would add some much needed "bottom end" to the bass guitar, keyboard, and kick drum.  (2)A 100 foot "audio snake."  This is a cabling system that allows the mixing board to be up to 100 feet from 
the speakers.  This would allow the mixing board to be placed in a more advantageous spot when the band is performing in other places than the Youth Room.  (3) A drum kit microphone system.  Again this would be for 
when the band is playing other venues.  

The Youth Band is getting pretty good and I can envision them playing in places like the Bedford CenterFest and drawing other families to our church.  If you know anyone who would like to help support the Youth in 
any of these endeavors, please let me know.  

A progress report...New shelves were recently purchased and set up in the Media Storage Room, near the water fountains in the Welcome Center.  They make organization much better.  It is a lot easier to see and find 
what we need now.  There is still some work to do in that area, but this was a major improvement.  

I also purchased a couple of used Shure SM-57 microphones and stands to give us a little more flexibility when we have something different than our standard programs.  57s are good general use mics and work 
especially well for acoustic instruments, like guitars or horns.  57s have a little boost in the mid range, compared to the SM58s that we use for voices in the praise band or choir solos.  As I said, these are used mics.  They 
still work, but do show signs of a lot of use.  I purchased one a few months ago, so now we have three. Both the shelves and microphones with stands did not come out of budget, but were possible because of designated 
gifts. 

And now, more about our sound system… Over the last few newsletters, I've tried to explain some of the choices that were made when designing the video part of our system.  Now, for the next few newsletters, I'd like to 
address the sound system. Let's start by addressing the sub-woofer first.  That's the big speaker mounted near the ceiling and to the left of the baptistery area.  As I mentioned earlier in this newsletter, a sub-woofer is 
designed to amplify the lowest frequencies.  This is important for certain instruments, such as bass, drums, and keyboards. Included in the keyboards section in our case is the organ.  As you know, the foot pedals on an 
organ play the lowest notes and are an important part of that majestic sound.  

If you're only amplifying a human voice, you don't need to worry about these low frequencies.  The human voice does not go that low.  But to properly hear music, a sub-woofer is necessary. Audiologists claim that the 
human ear is capable of hearing sounds as low as 20 cycles per second (cps) to as high as 20,000cps.  Our sub-woofer covers the area from 38 to 96cps. The area from 20 to 38cps is not a concern in our Worship Center.  
As I recall my research during the design phase, we don't have an instrument that can make a sound that low. It is hard to identify where frequencies in this range come from.  Thus we were able to mount this speaker 
"out of the way" to help keep a non-cluttered look in the stage area.  This placement also allowed us to use the "left" wall of the Worship Center as a sound board to help amplify the sound.  Thus we were able to use a 
less powerful (expensive) amplifier.  

Using a signal processor, we were able to have the sound from this speaker have a 38 millisecond delay compared to the sound coming from the main speakers.  This helped make the sound be perceived a little clearer 
than if everything was of the same timing. We adjusted the tone controls so the sound would have a natural sound with as many types of music as possible. 



         Low C Notes                                        

An Appalachian folk song for Christmas reads, in part, “I wonder as I wander out under the sky, How Jesus, the Savior, did come for to die.  For poor, ornery people like you and like I—I 
wonder as I wander, Out under the sky.” (Collected by John Jacob Niles)   So often we think of wandering in a negative way such as “I wandered in the shades of night, till Jesus came to me . . 
.”  (Sunlight, Sunlight).  However, I recently saw a sign in a car window which reads “All who wander are not lost.”  

As the folk song states “I wonder as I wander,” sometimes wandering is the best time to “wonder” as there is no definite goal in mind.  The Everyday Bible published by Holman Bible Outreach 
International contains daily devotions by Selwyn Hughes.  For the January 18 devotion, the Old Testament scripture reading is from Genesis 32 talking about Jacob’s wrestle with the angel.  
Hughes writes, “This man (probably an angelic representative) wrestled with him until Jacob’s strength was diminished, at which point he asked him: ‘What is your name?’  To us it seems a 
simple question, but in those days one’s name was the expression of one’s character; if the character changed, the name was changed.   (p. 70)   I wonder if C. Austin Miles had this in mind 
when he wrote, “There’s a new name written down in glory and it’s mind, O yes, it’s mine!” (A New Name in Glory)  

Another important fact of Christ’s day was with whom people ate.  This is why the Pharisees were so upset that Christ ate with the “publicans and sinners.”  In their eyes, no truly religious 
person would dare be seen with them, and especially not eat with them.   They would never understand the song penned by Erdmann Neumeister  which states in part, “Sinners Jesus will 
receive; Sound this word of grace to all Who the heav’nly pathway leave, All who linger, all who fall” (Christ Receiveth Sinful Men) or “Whosoever will may come.” By Philip P. Bliss 

A final thought – even though our calendar is not set with the exact dates of the birth and death of Jesus, isn’t it wonderful during the bleak of winter to realize that the month in which we 
celebrate love, February, falls between the two events – Christmas and Easter.  Love bridges Jesus’ birth to His death and resurrection for the birth by itself could not atone for sin.  Christ had to 
pay the penalty for full atonement.  He showed His love to us by giving His all and we can show His love to the world by our giving out to those who need His love and forgiveness.    Kurt 
Kaisser put these thoughts into the following song: 

O how He loves you and me.  O how He loves you and me; 

He gave His life, what more could He give: 

O how He loves you, O, how He loves me, 

O how He loves you and me. 

Jesus, to Calvary did go,  His love for mankind to show; 

What He did there brought hope from despair; 

O how He loves you, O how He loves me, 

O how He loves you and me

                          Haiti Relief Donations and Your Taxes 
The Red Cross estimates that roughly one third of  Haiti’s population was affected by the earthquake which hit there on January 12. Currently, volunteers are not needed but we anticipate teams 
being requested in the future.
