Our children are precious to us.  They have changed the way we live our 

lives.  The children's ministry will be using a new security system soon.  This 

will give the parents comfort that their children are in good hands.  The system 

will cover all ages, birth through 6th grade.  This system will give the parents a 

monitor system (card with a number or pager) so that they know when they 

are needed.  Details are still being decided, but the parents will be the first to 

know if their child needs them.  A sticker will be printed out each Sunday and 

will be on your child.  Information on this sticker will be the child's name, 

security number, special conditions or instructions, room assignments based on 

age/grade and the service date and time.  This sticker will be visible for the 

volunteers to look at the child and know what their special needs are.  The 

computer system will need a form to be filled out for each child.  This form will 

include: name, birth date, address, allergies, parents, etc.  This form will be 

sent home before the launch of the new system.  This will cut down the lines 

for the launch date and will ease the process of the new system.  In light of 

children's security, we are in the process of doing background checks on all of 

the youth and children's ministry volunteers.  This will give the church 

confidence in the people that take our children on a weekly basis.  More 

information will be given as soon as it is available.  Details are still being 

finalized.    

There is a need for volunteers in the children’s ministry. We need volunteers 

for Sunday School and Children’s Worship. If this sounds like your passion, we 

would love to have you apart of teaching children about Jesus.

were wide enough for only one person at a time. Needless to say there was 
absolutely zero privacy. 
 
After checking into the hotel the town police chief sent a request that we all appear 
before him. Here we were, in town for less than a half hour and the police are 
looking for us. We all went a couple doors down the street to a wooden shed that 
served as the police department where each of us had to appear before the police 
chief and let him see each of our passports. Our team leader for some reason decided 
to mix up the passports and show the wrong passport of each man. The chief never 
caught on and it became amusing to us to see the serious expression on the chief’s 
face as he studied each passport photo and tried to compare the photo with the 
individual. I guess he was trying to show us that he was the head of this town. In 
hindsight it probably would have been better to have had the proper identification but 
after eight days of living in the jungle we needed a little comic relief. We were 
checked by the national guard twice the next day as we progressed up the river and 
this time we did give the proper identification because these guys seemed a little 
more serious and they had guns……..big guns. 
 
It took us two days to get all the way back to the mission station. On the way my 
brother developed kidney stones. He had to suffer with them the entire trip back 
which included the trip up river through rough choppy water by speed boat. I could 
not imagine the pain he must have felt sitting on the hard steel seats as the boat 
bounced through the rapids.  He finally passed them on the third day as we were 
traveling back across the Andes mountains by bus on rough rocky roads. When we 
got back to Chicalyo, Peru we met Mr. Bruno Radii who as it turns out became our 
next missionary to work with in the country of Argentina.

 Journey Into Missions   by Don Slusher 
 
                Going Home: 
Our job is finished. Yanayacu has a new church in which to worship and have a 
place to meet as a community. All that is left is a long trip home. If you remember, 
we were flown in to the construction site by the Peruvian army in one of their old 
Russian made helicopters. The oil company which helped us so often during our stay 
with the Agua Runa Indians said that they would give us transportation on one of 
their helicopters part of the way back to the mission station. We loaded up on this 
large helicopter with all our gear. There was a hole in the floor of the helicopter 
through which a cable could be lowered to hook onto objects that needed to be 
moved from the river site to the well site located upriver and deep into the jungle. 
We were able to lean over this hole which measured about two foot square and were 
able to watch the ground as we lifted off.  When we got a about two hundred feet 
above the ground, a couple of drill steel segments and a propane tank or two were 
attached to the cable. We then lifted up higher so that the load would clear the tops 
of the trees. We could see the jungle below as we skimmed the top of the canopy to 
deliver our load to the well head. I was amazed as we neared the oil derrick to see 
how tall it was. As the oil workers were unhooking the load below we still had to 
look up to see the top of the derrick. As a side note, I learned months later that the 
oil company drilled several thousand feet down but never discovered any oil. After 
discharging our load the helicopter turned back toward the river to drop us off near a 
river town called Neava. This put us about half way back to the mission station and 
upriver of the dangerous stretches of the river. 

When we landed, we had to carry our equipment about a half mile from the landing 
site to the edge of the river. Dr. Garman, our missionary, had radioed ahead to have 
speed boats waiting for us to take us to Neava where we would spend the night in 
the Neava “Hilton.” This hotel was more of an old warehouse than a hotel. There 
was one bathroom to serve all the guests. Each room was about eight foot square 
with walls about six foot tall. There as wire screen between the top of the walls and 
the ceiling. Each door had a padlock and a chain for security. The beds were made of 
wood and covered with a piece of foam rubber. The hallways outside the rooms

MEDIA MATTERS By Terry Slusher 
When I was a high school junior and trying to plan my life, I wanted to  
serve God.  I had lived a very small town life and had little experience  
with Church other than what was directly in front of me.  I didn't realize  
that there were other ways to minister than to be a "preacher" or  
Missionary to Africa.  That was all that I had seen. 
Today there are many ways to serve.  There are many ways to volunteer; 
many of the volunteer positions available at TBC are listed each week  
in the Worship Folder.  You can be a "greeter," Nursery Worker, Usher,  
driver, "chair setter-upper," choir member, Praise Band musician or  
singer, Sunday School teacher, money counter, coffee maker, Media  
Team member, or a host of other positions that I haven't thought of. 
These are all "volunteer" positions that give us an opportunity to tithe  
our time in ways that meet our interests and talents.  There are also  
ways to have careers working full time for the Church.  There are  
still the opportunities to be missionaries and "preachers," although  
most church Pastors do much more than that.  Many churches have  
other paid staff such as secretaries, janitorial staff, Music Ministers and  
Youth Ministers. 
Within the last 20 years a new way to have a career in the Church has  
developed.  The Media Ministry has become a vital part of the modern  
church as we find ways to make the Gospel accessible to a world that  
is Media driven.  "At least one college now has a program recognizing  
that fact.  Valley Forge Christian College in Pennsylvania is dedicated  
to creating knowledgeable, experienced technologists for the next  
generation of worship arts.  The school offers a fully accredited  
bachelors degree in Digital Media, a Music Technology minor, and a  
full masters degree in Music Technology." (Live Sound International  
magazine, April 2010).  

  Another ministry opportunity is the Camping ministry.  Recently, I  
  visited    Camp Bethel in Fincastle.  Camp Bethel is a camping and  
  conference center operated by the Church of the Brethren.  When I  
  was in my late teens and early 20s, I volunteered there as a camp 
  counselor.  Until then, it had never occurred to me that one could  
  serve God professionally by going camping.  
  On April 17th, one of my grand-daughters and I went to a  
  Storytellers Convention at Camp Bethel.  They have been having  
  this event for several years now and feature nationally known and 
  Grammy Award winning people who are keeping the story telling  
  art alive.  I wish every one of you could have been there with us. 
  The story-telling was wonderful.  There was also music--also good.   
  There was food, and let me tell you that Brethren cooks can rival  
  Baptists cooks any day.  But what struck me most was the sound  
  quality that made it easy to hear every word spoken. 
  That is one of the things that is supposed to happen with a modern  
  sound system.  The spoken word should be clear and natural  
  sounding.  A very small amount of reverberation helps this occur.   
  That's one of the reasons that it is easier to hear someone talking to  
  you in your living room than it is in your yard.  But too much 
reverberation causes (at a minimum) ear strain and unintelligibility. 
 
  Next month I'm going to attempt to answer some questions about  
  ways that TBC can help our facility reach its acoustic potential. 



         Low C Notes                                       
Spring has finally arrived and we’re planting our seeds to reap a harvest in summer and fall.  
I’ve planted many seeds.  I’ve learned that I can plant, fertilize and water but I can’t make 
the seeds grow.  The conditions can be perfect but some seeds will grow and others will 
not.  My responsibility is to plant. 
 

In I Corinthians 3:5 Paul uses this to illustrate a spiritual fact.  He says, “Through us God 
caused you to believe.  Each of us did the work the Lord  gave us.  My job was to plant the 
seed in your hearts, and Apollos watered it, but it was God, not we, who made it grow.” 
In the book of Mark Jesus gives the parable of the sower who went forth to sow seed.  
Some fell by the wayside, some on stony ground,  (which was eaten by the birds) and some 
in thorny ground (which was choked by the weeds).  However, some fell on good ground 
and was profitable. 
 

Several hymns have been written with this theme in mind.  The first listed was written by 
Wm. A. Oden with music by George C. Hugg.  “When Ogden was six years old, his  
family moved to In-di-a-na. He began stu-dy-ing mu-sic in lo-cal sing-ing schools at age 8, 
and could read church mu-sic fair-ly well by age 10. A lit-tle la-ter, he could write a  
melody by hearing it sung or played. When he was 18, he be-came a chor-ist-er in his home 
church. 
 

”Scattering precious seed by the wayside, Scattering precious seed by the hillside; 
Scattering precious seed o’er the field, wide, Scattering precious seed by the way. 

Refrain:  Sowing in the morning, Sowing at the noontide; Sowing in the evening, 
Sowing the precious seed by the way. 

Scattering precious seed for the growing, Scattering precious seed, freely sowing, 
Scattering precious seed, trusting, knowing, Surely the Lord will send it the rain. 

Scattering precious seed, doubting never, Scattering precious seed, trusting ever;

Another such song was written by a German, in German.  “Matthias Claudius (b. Reinfeld, 
Holstein, Germany, 1740; d. Hamburg, Germany, 1815) grew up in the home of a Lutheran 
pastor and studied briefly for the ministry at the University of Jena.  

During his twenties and thirties he seems to have forsaken the faith, influenced by the 
rationalistic thought of the time. He became seriously ill in 1777, and this crisis was 
instrumental in returning him to his childhood faith.” The original was 17 stanzas but when 
translated by Jane Campbell, it was reduced to fewer verses. 
 

We plow the fields, and scatter the good seed on the land, but it is fed and watered by 
God's almighty hand; He sends the snow in winter, the warmth to swell the grain, 
the breezes and the sunshine, and soft refreshing rain. 
Refrain: All good gifts around us are sent from heaven above, then thank the Lord, O thank 
the Lord for all his love. 
 
He only is the Maker  of all things near and far; He paints the wayside flower, He lights 
the evening star; the winds and waves obey Him, by Him the birds are fed; much more to 
us, His children, He gives our daily bread. Refrain 
We thank thee, then, O Father, for all things bright and good, the seed time and the 
harvest, our life, our health, and food; no gifts have we to offer, for all thy love imparts, 
and, what thou most desirest, our humble, thankful hearts. Refrain
